— Lupin - two separate fires involving Underground
mobile equipment in 1989 and 1990

The mines in Yellowknife had teams that participated
in mutual aid exercises and responses.

Two teams from the Northwest Territories, as well as
the government mine rescue coordinator were flown
to Grande Cache Alberta to join teams from British
Columbia, Alberta and Saskatchewan in the
extinguishment of a fire in the underground conveyor
gallery at the coal mine.
